US Announces, Then Suspends
Punitive Tariff on India, Others

Retaliation on digital services taxes; move to allow time for tax negotiations

Our Bureau

New Delhi: The United States Trade Re-
presentative (USTR) on Wednesday anno-
unced punitive tariffs on India and five
other countries over their digital services
taxes (DST), but immediately suspended
the levies to allow time for international
tax negotiations to continue.

The USTR said the goods that would face
the punitive tariffs had an estimated trade
value of about$119million in2019. The UK,
Italy, Spain, Turkey and Austria are the
others for which the US announced and su-
spended the tariffs simultaneously.

“TheUS is focused on finding a multilate-
ral solution toarange of Key issuesrelated
t0 international taxation, including our
concerns with digital services taxes,”
USTR KatherineTaisaid, adding that Was-
hington remained committed to reaching
a consensus on international tax issues
through the Organisation for Economic
Cowoperation and Development (OECD)
and G20 processes,

The additional tariff of 25% was announ-
ced on 40 Indian products including shrimps,
basmati rice, gold and silver items, bamboo
products, wood furniture, cigarette paper,
cultured pearls, precious or semi-precious
stones and token-operated games for arca-
des, in retaliation to the equalisation levy
(EL) that New Delhi imposes on non-resident
COMMErce Operators.

New Delhi: India’s trade deficit fell to an
elght-month low in May, ailded by limited
domestic demand for gold and oil amid
the second Covid-19 wave and lockdown-
like restrictions in states, official data re-
leased on Wednesday showed.

On-year, the trade deficit widened, tho-
ugh it was much lower than in May 2019.

The deficit was, however, the lowest sin-
ce September 2020 when it was $2.7 bil-
lion.
